Brandon Leavitt, president of Solar Service, will once
again be a featured speaker at Chicago’s third annual
Green Festival on May 16 and 17 at Navy Pier. Brandon
will be speaking on both days in the Green Room about
practical solar applications for homeowners, landlords,
schools and businesses. Last year over 20,000 people
attended the festival.

April was a busy public speaking month for Brandon. On
April 1, he lectured two groups of two 4" grade classes at
a solar home next door to Harper Elementary School in
Wilmette. The Wilmette home had both types of solar
equipment; one for heating hot water and another for
producing electricity. A week later, he spoke before a
group of 8" graders from Mount Prospect who took a field
trip to visit the solar powered Taco Burrito King
Restaurant in Niles. After learning about how the
restaurant heats its water from the sun, the students
enjoyed a wonderful lunch at the TBK.

On April 8, Brandon spoke before the Fox Valley
Homebuilders Association in Batavia. The lecture was
scheduled to run 45 minutes but lasted 2 hours (no one
left early) as the audience had many questions. As a
direct result of the talk, Solar Service is now installing a
solar system on a builder's model home in Wheaton.

On Earth Day, Brandon presented a Solar 101
presentation at Pope John XXXIII School in Evanston.
100 students, from 4" grade through 8" grade learned
about renewable energy and its growing impact at
improving the environment and reducing global warming.

One more bit of news from Solar Service: On April 23,
day after Earth Day, Solar Service started construction
of a solar thermal system at Chicago’s Shriners
Children’s Hospital. The solar system will be used to
heat the hospital’'s therapy pool and is predicted to
displace over 70% of the electric energy now used to
heat the pool. Solar Service is donating $10,000 in labor
towards the project.
