New Networking Feature! - By Bruce Graham

Are you as effective at networking as you would like to be? Want to be more so? Best selling author, Stephen Covey in
his book, The 8" Habit, makes suggestions on how to go from being effective to being great. He states:

“One word expresses the pathway to greatness: voice. Those on this path find their voice and inspire others to
find theirs. The rest never do.”

It's common knowledge that people buy from those they know, like and trust. How well are you communicating who you
are, your likeability, as well as your trustworthiness?

Covey counsels, “Learn what taps your talents and fuels your passion-... therein lies your voice ...” Anecdotally - three
years ago | had a networking breakfast with Bob Jordan . The first 45 minutes was all business — and very boring. Then
unexpectedly Bob began to share his passion for his family, and his vision of his business. The more he spoke the more
real he got and | found myself liking him beyond belief. From that time, without any hesitation | eagerly make referral to
Bob because | “know, like and trust” him as the professional he is -- and as my friend.

Does your authentic voice resonate in networking meetings? Covey writes, “Voice is the overlapping of the four parts of
our nature: our body, our mind, our heart, and our spirit...”

To help you find (your voice), answer these 4 questions:

1. What are you good at? (Mind)

2. What do you love doing? (Heart)

3. What need can you serve? (Body)

4. And finally, ...What gives your life meaning and purpose? What do you feel like you should be doing? (Spirit)
Once you find your voice, share it. You will be surprised at the difference it makes when others get to know the real you -
what you love, the needs you serve, and what gives your life meaning. And if you want to really stand out as an effective

networker, invite your fellow TNG'ers to share theirs with you. And best of all, be sure to listen!
